The meeting was called to order at 12:48, and roll was taken.  
SECRETARY’S REPORT:  
Director Mulcahy made a motion to accept the October NGAI Meeting Minutes.  Director Southerland seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORT:  

Treasurer Barnhart presented the November Financial Report.  Director Bart made a motion to accept the Financial Report.  Director Southerland seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
EXPENDITURES REQUIRING ACTION:  None
NGAUS REPORT:
NGAUS Vice President Thomas shared with the board that he’d attended the NGAUS Regional Membership Workshop in St. Louis.  He made a motion that we establish a standing Membership Committee.  Director Bart seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  President Reid appointed Major Michael Hough as chairman.
Vice President Thomas informed the board that the SOP for the 2014 NGAUS Conference has been finalized.  He and Executive Director Keistler made a presentation to the TAG.  Maj Gen Enyart suggested having co-chairmen for the conference, one air guard and one army guard.  Col William Cobetto and Col Jim Smith (retired) will be asked to assume the position of co-chairmen.
Maj Gen Thomas will be briefing more about the conference at the January board meeting.  He said the board needs to discuss the establishment of a non-profit corporation.  The NGAUS Conference would fall under NGAI, but NGAI will not run the conference.
EANGUS REPORT:  EANGUS Vice President Southerland asked that all new EANGUS memberships be sent to Executive Director Keistler before 31 December.

CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS COMMITTEE:  President Reid reminded the board that, IAW the current Bylaws, any changes to the NGAI Constitution or Bylaws must be submitted to him or Executive Director Keistler NLT 31 Dec.
TIME & PLACE COMMITTEE:  Col Zerbonia said Lt Col Matt Voiles is the chairman for the 2011 Senior Leadership/NGAI Conference.   The conference will be held at the Hotel Hilton on Michigan Ave. downtown Chicago.  They are currently looking for a place to have the golf outing.  He will have more information at the January meeting.  

LEGISLATION, RESEARCH AND ARCHIVES COMMITTEE:   President Reid stated they are having a conference call with Dave Seaman in regards to the SSLI law.  They have someone who is willing to help write the language.

LONG RANGE PLANNING COMMITTEE:  NR
TECHNOLOGY INTEGRATION:
Director Bart said the proposed cost of the website development will be approximately $6000, and the funds need to be obligated before they can go any further.  The committee’s goal is to have the website developed by March 2011.  Director Bart proposed appropriating $6000 for development of the BETA website with the functionality discussed at the October and December NGAI board meetings.  Director Mulcahy seconded the motion.  Discussion ensued.  Col Boehning stated he’d like to see the contract to ensure we are getting the product we want before we spend the $6000.  Director Bart said the contract will be in two parts – development and maintenance.  He said it will be structured so payment will be made as each part is completed.  A vote was taken with nine board members voting in favor of appropriating the $6000 and one member opposed.  The motion carried.  President Reid asked Director Bart to talk to the company and ask them to present a plan to the board at the January meeting.

Mr. Austin Jenkins presented the proposed revision of the State Sponsored Life Insurance (SSLI) called the Guardian Plan.  Its purpose is to provide benefits beyond age 70.  Coverage would go to age 100 with 50% benefit reductions at ages 60, 70 and 75 years of age.  For coverage up to $20,000 premiums would stay the same.  Mr. Jenkins asked for board support.  EANGUS Vice President Southerland made a motion to accept the new benefits of the SSLI program.  Director Nichols seconded the motion.  Discussion ensued.  The motion passed.
EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  

Executive Director Keistler introduced Rachel to the board.  She is helping in the office and is willing to help directors with membership application inputs.  
He asked the board to provide content for the Prairie Minuteman, specifically pictures of the directors.  They must be mailed by 29 December.

Director Zerbonia nominated MSgt Tony O’Neil as the alternate director for the 108th Sustainment Brigade.  Director Mulcahy seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
