The meeting was called to order at 19:02, and roll was taken.  
Chaplain Foster opened the meeting with prayer.

President Reid introduced Tony Mini, who was representing Maximum Exposure, and is a member of the 182AW.  He has been working with Director Frank Bart on the development of the NGAI website.    Anticipated completion time is six to seven weeks.  He gave the board an overview of the proposed website.  
Vice President Boehning entered the meeting at 19:25.

SECRETARY’S REPORT:  
On Monday, 6 December 2010, Executive Director Keistler e-mailed the following motion to all NGAI Board of Directors.  “Request NGAI give $200 to support the ANG Outstanding Airman of the Year (OAY) Awards program.  The selection of the ANG OAY is done by a committee of the Command Chief Master Sergeants of all the ANG wings and is chaired by the CCMS of the ILANG.”   Director Celletti made a motion to give the $200 to support the OAY Awards program.  Director Rice seconded the motion.  Board members responded via e-mail with a vote of 10 to 0 to accept the motion.  The motion carried.
Director Mulcahy made a motion to accept the December NGAI Meeting Minutes.  Director Southerland seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORT:  

Treasurer Barnhart presented the December Financial Report and the 2010 Year End Report.  Income went up approximately $16,000 from 2009, mostly due to investments.  In addition expenses were down from 2009.   Director Nichols made a motion to accept the Financial Report.  Director Celletti seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

NGAUS REPORT:
Executive Director Keistler stated that Maj Mike Hough will be the NGAI Membership Chairman.  Maj Gen Enyart has chosen Col Jim Smith and Col William Cobetto as Co-Chairmen for the 2014 NGAUS Conference.  On 17 February there is a meeting with the NGAUS staff in Chicago.  Executive Director Keistler requested approval from the board to reimburse lodging at the Hyatt Regency, Downtown Chicago, at $75 a night.  Maj Gen Thomas (retired),  Brig Gen Keistler (retired), Brig Gen Sheedy (retired), Col Cobetto,  Col Smith and Dr. Ayres will be attending.  President Reid made a motion to provide financial support for six people for a total of six nights.  Director Mulcahy seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
EANGUS REPORT:  NR.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS COMMITTEE:  President Reid distributed a consolidated list of all changes to the NGAI Constitution and By-Laws he’d received as of 31 Dec 2010.  He requested that each board member review them, and send him an e-mail with their concurrence/non-concurrence. 
TIME & PLACE COMMITTEE:  MSgt O’Neil said the golf course selection for the 2011 NGAI Conference is going well.  Details of the conference will be published in a flyer which will come out with the next newsletter.  The Retiree Dinner will be a social event instead of a dinner. 

LEGISLATION, RESEARCH AND ARCHIVES COMMITTEE:   Executive Director Keistler said he met with Maj Gen Thomas (retired), Brig Gen Sheedy (retired) and Dr. Ayres to discuss insurance legislation.  They are working with a lobbiest to draft legislation.

RESOLUTION COMMITTEE:  Director Mulcahy stated that he has five resolutions he will be proposing.
EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  NR
OLD BUSINESS:
Executive Director Keistler said he’d been in contract with Jim Brusik in regards to the Charitable Trust.  The Board of Trustees for the trust have changed the charter.  Two more voting members were added to the Board of Trustees – the current NGAI President and the current NGAI President Elect.  Past Presidents of NGAI are eligible to be elected to the Board.  Director Mulcahy made a motion to close the issue with the Charitable Trust.  Director Petrusinski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
President Reid made a motion to allocate $2000 for two $1000 scholarships (Army and Air) for 2011.  Director Petrusinski seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
President Reid presented the revised Reimbursement of Travel Expenses for NGAI Board Members Policy to the board.  It reads as follows:

Travel will be reimbursed at the rate of $.20 per mile, round trip, or a lesser 
amount if not traveling from/to HOR, upon the request of the board member, 
to the meeting location if said meeting location is greater than 50 miles from HOR.

Reimbursement for lodging will be provided, upon the request of the board member,  
if the board member lives greater than 100 miles from the meeting location.  For meetings in locations with government quarters, the government rate will be 
reimbursed. (For example: meetings in Springfield, the Camp Lincoln IMA rate 
will be reimbursed).  If the meeting is at other locations, the NGAI board will, in 
advance of the meeting, determine where and at what rate lodging will be 
reimbursed.  (Example:  Meeting in conjunction with the NGAI Annual Conference-  meeting in Peoria, a hotel will be contacted, rooms and rate reserved)..
Request for reimbursement will be made on NGAI Travel Voucher request 
and submitted to the NGAI office any time after the meeting.  Reimbursement 
will be made in a timely manner.  Receipt for lodging should be included.

Director Southerland made a motion to accept the proposed Reimbursement of Travel Expenses for NGAI Board Members Policy.  Director Nichols seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
President Reid suggested changing the NGAI Board Meeting, which is usually held the Thursday before the Annual Conference, to a teleconference on Tuesday, 26 April, at 1900.  All board members concurred.

Director Nichols made a motion to nominate CMSgt Jesse Wayland (retired) as the Alternate Retiree’s Director.  Director Southerland seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Executive Director Keistler gave a presentation on Life Line Screening.  They do Stroke/Carotid Artery, Heart Rhythm, Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm and Peripheral Arterial Disease screenings for a cost of $135.  There is no cost or obligation to NGAI.  However for every person who gives NGAI as a referral the Association will get $25 for the Scholarship Fund.  President Reid made a motion that we enter into a contract with Life Line Screening and offer this opportunity to our military members.  Director Mulcahy seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Director Nichols made a motion to adjourn.  Director Petrusinski seconded the motion.
